7. Your book MAY NOT simply be a picture book with drawn representations of the metaphors you have chosen. Each page should include an activity—something the child would have to do.
Materials:  I will provide glue, scissors, construction paper, and markers.  Anything else you may need you will have to provide for yourself.  We will use Friday, Monday, and Tuesday for the completion of this project, to be due on Wednesday, 9/20.
